Jesus appeared on the 
shore to His followers. 

To expect and recognize Jesus’ presence 
and activity in our daily lives. 

16 Ascending into Heaven, 
Luke 24:50-53; Mark 16:19-20 

Jesus blessed His disciples 
and ascended into heaven. 

To learn how the ascension of Christ still 
impacts the daily lives of His believers.
